	Reading skills 
throughout year:


	Word Reading: 
- Apply growing knowledge of root words, suffixes and prefixes listed in the Spelling Appendix when reading aloud.
- Acknowledge that some words are spelt the same but read differently e.g. row (propel a boat) and row (disagreement).
- Use knowledge of phonic structure confidently when attempting new or unusual words, giving suggestions on meaning which use simple knowledge of etymology. 
- Use knowledge of root words, suffixes and prefixes to attempt new/longer words.
- Use understanding of root words, suffixes and prefixes listed in the Spelling Appendix to work out the meaning of new words
- Explain why a word does not conform to spelling rules, suggesting how it would be spelt if it did follow the rules.
- Tackle unsighted text willingly.
- Test out different pronunciations of longer words, simply explaining why one version might be the correct one.
- Use a variety of tone, intonation, expression, volume and pace to enhance meaning.

Comprehension:
Read/listen to, discuss and give views on a range of literature: fiction (including myths/legends), poetry and non-fiction.
- Sustain interest when reading longer texts.
- Identify when a text isn’t making sense (Breakdown and Repair).
- Use reference books for information.
- Carry out sustained research.
- Use an index in a book.
- Retrieve and record information from non-fiction texts found using their own structure.
- Check that a text makes sense (Breakdown and Repair), discussing understanding and explaining the meaning of words in context (Vocabulary).
- Find the meaning of an unknown word using a dictionary.
- Pinpoint vocabulary that captures interest and imagination, explaining why in simple terms.
- Retell a story orally, including the main theme and ideas (Squirreling and Summarising).
- Discuss the audience a text is aimed at.
- Compare information from different sources, giving simple reasons why one is better suited to a task.
- Justify opinions with reference to the text.
- Recognise the purpose of a text, e.g. inform, amuse.
- Discuss texts with others, explaining preferences.
- Suggest why someone should read a book that has been enjoyed.
- Identify the main conventions of genres of different text types.
- Make connections to what is read, including in relation to own life experiences (Background Knowledge, including ‘Book to Self’, ‘Book to Book’ and ‘Book to World’).
- Show understanding of the main ideas, character actions and events (Retrieval and Inference).
- Draw inferences on what is said and done by characters, and justify ideas using evidence from the text (Inference and Deduction).
- Predict what might happen, using details and inferences in the text.
- Summarise main points taken from more than one paragraph.
- Locate pertinent key words/phrases which support their ideas (Vocabulary).
- Perform poetry or play scripts so meaning is clear through intonation, tone and volume.
